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How to Qualify for Duty-Free 
Treatment under GSP

Must be a GSP-eligible product 

Must be a product or growth of Serbia

If using non-Serbian inputs, local content & processing must be ≥ 
35% of the value

Must import directly into the U.S. w/o entering commerce of another 
country 

Benefit must be claimed by importer 

Keep production/accounting records to assist importer to verify GSP claim

Ensure that GSP treatment is claimed 

Identify GSP-eligible products that Serbia 
is exporting to other markets

Consider products with a GSP advantage

 Brass, beaded, silver & other jewelry (5-11% duty)

 String & wind musical instruments (2.9-8.7% duty)

 Wall-hangings & pillow/cushion covers (3.8% duty)

 Handmade paper & paperboard (MFN free)
